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Within Ramses 

!  a distinction is made between texts, documents 
(physical supports) and witnesses (the actual texts 
encoded in the database). 

!  Each of them gets an ID. 

!  a witness ID is always linked to a text ID and to a 
document ID.  

!  ID�s consist of automatically generated numbers and 
are arbitrarily ascribed by the program. 



Connection between text, document and witness
